The Selectboard Meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM at the Mendon Town Office.
Motion by L. Courcelle to approve the minutes of 6/9/14.  Seconded by G. Wells.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.

Administrative Matters
Selectmen's Orders were reviewed and signed.

The Selectboard public hearing was warned for June 23, 2014 at 6:00 PM at the Town Office.  The Selectboard opened the public hearing to hear interested parties comment on the revised Subdivision Regulations.  The Selectboard discussed various sections of the regulations with the Planning Commission.  A new section 300A allows for a preliminary hearing.  T. Corsones explained that this is an opportunity for the applicant to ask any questions prior to submitting the actual application. Section 503: many of the requirements are “may” instead of shall or must.  The question was asked how an applicant will know whether the requirement will be enforced.  T. Corsones responded that the Planning Commission did not want to require pedestrian or bike access.  There were a lot of standard suggested language by the RRPC that didn’t necessarily apply to Mendon.  We tried to streamline and simplify the subdivision process.  G. Smith asked what prevents last minute requirements of issues that “may” be enforced.  T. Corsones responded that any requirements that “may” be enforced would be addressed during the hearing.  S. Tully requested that the checklist could indicate whether these requirements would be exercised or waived.  The Selectboard requested a clarification of section 500F as to what “encourage solar use” means.  There was a lengthy discussion but it is unclear what exactly this would require of an applicant.  The Selectboard requested the word “Plat” be defined in the definitions.  Section 304: revision allows for a boundary line adjustment be approved by the Zoning Administrator.  The Selectboard asked if section 500 was too broadly worded, that any impact would require modification.  T. Corsones explained that the standards are spelled out.  The Selectboard requested a definition of “interested person” be added to the definition section.  There were no substantial changes made to the Subdivision Regulations as a result of the Public Hearing.
The Public Hearing was adjourned at 8:00 PM.

Bridge 11 The Selectboard signed the final closeout of the Bridge 11 Structures Grant.

2013-2014 Year End Financials  N. Gondella submitted a memo discussing the 2013-2014 year end.  S. Tully and B. Ellis discussed the need to accrue expenses for sand and salt because they physically could not be purchased in this fiscal year.  
Law Enforcement  Phil Douglas requested the Selectboard adopt VLCT Law Enforcement Policies, Procedures and Best Practices.  G. Smith reviewed the manual and some sections pertain to a much bigger department than in Mendon.  G. Smith will direct these questions to Phil Douglas.
Townline Road Culvert Requests for proposals have been sent out. A site visit is scheduled for 7/26/14 and bids are due bids due 7/10/14.
ATV’s Wheelerville Road  In light of the recommendation from the Game Warden that the town should either open the road up to everyone or no one, N. Langer withdrew the request to use ATV’s on Wheelerville Road.  
New Regulations Open Meeting Law  S. Tully briefly explained the new regulations of the Open Meeting Law.  Agendas must be posted in three places in town and on the website.  Minutes must be posted on the website within 5 business days.
