The meeting was called to order at 5:35 PM at the Town Office.

The Selectboard took a moment of silence in memory of Dr. Robert Darrow. Dr. Darrow was active in town government over the years and a valued member of our community.
The Selectboard added two items to the agenda; Liquor Control Board/Liquor License and People’s Bank Business Account Paperwork
G. Smith adjourned the Selectboard Meeting until after the Liquor Control Board Meeting.

Motion by G. Smith to convene the Liquor Control Board at 5:55 PM.  Motion seconded by L. Courcelle.  The motion passed unanimously.

Motion by G. Smith to approve the Liquor Licenses for Bridge’s Country Store.  Motion seconded by L. Courcelle.  The motion passed unanimously.

G. Smith adjourned the Liquor Control Board Meeting and reconvened the Selectboard Meeting at 6:05 PM.

Motion by G. Smith to approve the minutes of 8/11/14.  Motion seconded by G. Wells.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.  
McLaughlin Falls Road  The Selectboard recapped the FEMA process and where the town stands with regards to upgrading the McLaughlin Falls Road.  Andy Cristelli questioned what the maintenance of the road will be for this winter.  Andy Cristelli commented that he will be plowing the road.  The town agreed they would continue to plow the road after a significant snow fall.  The residents present at the meeting agreed that the first priority should be mitigating the blind corner.  The Selectboard agreed to look into what can be done before winter.
Townline Road Culvert Project  The Selectboard discussed the status of the project.  Jack Bowen would like to start on Monday 8/18/14.  The AOT Permit is still pending approval from VTRANS District 3.  Dubois and King is available to oversee the project as long as the schedule does not change based on the AOT Permit.  The contract will not be signed until these requirements have been met.  G. Smith is authorized to sign the contract on behalf of the Selectboard.
Terra Lane  The Selectboard briefly discussed the issue of the violation of a property owner violating the Highway Specifications Ordinance and not obtaining an Access Permit.  The water from this property is directed onto a the town highway.  S. Tully and B. Ellis are working on determining the dimensions of the right of way.  Issue tabled until the next meeting.
Meadowlake Drive Better Backroads Grant Motion by G. Smith to accept the Better Back Roads Grant for $10,000 to do improvements to the ditches along a section of Meadowlake Drive.  Motion seconded by L. Courcelle.  The motion passed unanimously.  The grant agreement was signed.  B. Ellis presented three competitive bids for construction and tree removal.  B. Ellis recommended the town provide traffic control and flagging for the project.  Motion by L. Courcelle to accept Trees, Inc.’s bid proposal for $1,420 to be paid out of the Highway Improvement Fund.  Motion seconded by G. Smith.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.  Motion by L. Courcelle to accept Mendon Trucking’s proposal for $11,805 for construction on Meadowlake Drive to be paid out of the Highway Improvement Fund.  The motion was seconded by G. Smith.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.
Salt Shed  Lengthy discussion regarding the replacement or repairs to the Salt Shed.  In order to determine the extent of the damage B. Ellis recommended a test pit be dug to look to see if damage had occurred to the footings.  The Selectboard agreed.  B. Ellis will obtain cost estimates.  S. Tully and B. Ellis will present replacement solutions and costs at a future meeting.
Open Meeting Law Changes The Selectboard reviewed a draft policy of how the Town of Mendon will comply to the changes in the Open Meeting Law.  The Selectboard will provide comments to S. Tully for suggested changes. 

There being no further business, G. Smith moved to adjourn at 8:55 PM.  The motion carried.
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
