Selectmen's Orders were reviewed and signed.

Minutes of Previous Meetings:  L. Courcelle moved to approve the minutes of September 8, 2014.  Motion seconded by G. Smith.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.

Old Business

Snowmobiles on Town Roads  The Selectboard discussed the use of snowmobiles on Wheelerville Road and the McLaughlin Falls Road.  R. Arthur, D. Fucci and B. Loshen requested the continued use of .4 miles of Wheelerville Road from Brewers Corners to Bridge 24.  They are having difficulties moving the trail onto private property in this location.  VAST posts on the road that indicate it is used by snowmobiles with a 25 mph use. The Selectboard approved the use of this section of Wheelerville Road and the continued use of all the legal trails.
Terra Lane  B. Ellis reported that the Access Permit for Pasquarello was not received by 9/15/14 as required, but the property owners did contact him and they have set up a meeting for Friday 9/26/14.
Special Town Meeting Warning  The Town Clerk received a petition signed by 5% of the voters requesting a town vote to approve the Subdivision Regulations that were adopted by the Selectboard September 8, 2014.  Motion by G. Smith to warn a Special Town Meeting on Monday, November 3, 2014 to vote on the Subdivision Regulations brought forward by the Planning Commission.  The town will vote on whether to approve the Subdivision Regulations by Australian ballot, November 4, 2014 at the Town Office.  The motion was seconded by L. Courcelle.  The motion passed unanimously.  S. Tully will warn the Special Town Meeting.  The Special Town Meeting warning was signed by the Selectboard.
Temporary Sign Permit Mendon Mountain Orchards  The Selectboard received a copy of the Temporary Sign Permit for Mendon Mountain Orchards with Zoning Administrator, Steve Cosgrove’s approval for (2) U-Pick signs and 4 scarecrows.  S. Tully informed the Selectboard of how the applicant or an interested party can appeal the decision of the Zoning Administrator to the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  The Selectboard elected not to appeal the decision to the ZBA, but would like to discuss S. Cosgrove’s interpretation of the regulations. 
Zoning Fee Structure The Selectboard is looking for Steve Cosgrove, Zoning Administrator to submit a new simplified the fee structure for the Selectboard to review.
Townline Road Culvert Project  The project is complete.  Jack Bowen has some clean up of the site.  Dubois and King has approved the completion of the project.
McLaughlin Falls Road  L. Courcelle and B. Ellis met with property owners Tom Martin and Gary Kupfer Cupola-Rococo, LTD that own land on both sides of the legal trail.  The proposed construction project to increase visibility around a blind corner and lessening the grade of the roadway was discussed.  The town will need a temporary easement from Cupola-Rococo, LTD to complete the project.  The town will prepare the easement and submit to all parties for execution.
Woodward Road Project  D. Conger, Dubois and King, submitted two change orders that added gravel to the project and relocated and extending a guardrail.  When the project was excavated, the material did not meet state specs and therefore state spec material needed to be purchased totaling $7,000.  B. Ellis presented pictures showing that the guardrail is too close to the road.  It appears the road narrows.  B. Ellis will follow up with D. Conger to make his concerns have been addressed.  The Selectboard is holding off signing the change order number 2 until B. Ellis’s concerns have been addressed.  Motion by G. Smith to approve change order number 1 for $7,000 for gravel.  Motion seconded by L. Courcelle.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.  
Access Permit Completed  B. Ellis presented Access Permits for final approval from the Selectboard.  All Access Permits have completed construction to the Road Commissioner’s satisfaction.  Motion by G. Smith to approve the Access permits for:
